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Good Shepherd Friends, 
 
Was there ever a time in your life when you held back from letting people know that you are a follower of Jesus? Have you 
remained silent when someone else was being ridiculed or slandered in some way? Have you held back from doing the 
right thing because you didn't want to go against the crowd? I imagine we all have been there at some point. 
 
On Sunday we will hear the passage from Luke's Gospel when Jesus goes to his hometown and is rejected by his own 
people. This is a reminder that some people could not accept that God was at work in the life and ministry Jesus. Some 
could not accept Jesus' challenge to their understanding of God and how God wanted for God's people to live with one 
another. Jesus shared God's vision of a world without the walls which divided God's people. He challenged the walls around 
nations, the walls around religions, the walls of a class system, the walls established to keep those deemed "unworthy" from 
knowing God's love. 
 
Jesus worked to dismantle the walls which divided people. He worked instead to build bridges, and he brought people 
together. This took courage and deep faith. He stayed true to the mission of love, compassion, mercy, and reconciliation; 
even when it was unpopular to do so.  
 
After Jesus was put to death because his ministry was deemed a threat to the powers of this world, some of his followers 
accepted their call to continue the work of Jesus, the work of building bridges and bring people together. Empowered by 
the Holy Spirit they boldly loved as Jesus loved. They witnessed this love through their words and through their actions. 
This wasn't easy, but they refused to be controlled by their fear. 
 
It is with courageous love and compassion that we are called to be faithful followers of Jesus, to do the right thing and not 
be controlled by the crowd, to speak up and not remain silent. We are called not to build walls between people, but to build 
bridges and bring people together. 
 
So, let us choose to be bridge builders, like Jesus was. Let us reject those who try to divide us. Instead, let us bring people 
together, and not just those who are like us. Let us look for ways to form diverse friendships by getting to know those who 
are currently the "others" in our lives. Again, following Jesus let us dismantle walls and build bridges.

The Good Shepherd Sunday Nursery (for children through kindergarten age) is open during our 10am Sunday 
Services.
