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Good Shepherd Friends,

There are many gospel passages which speak of the disciples encountering the
presence of the Risen Lord. Each of these stories has something to teach us about
what it means to encounter the presence of the Risen Lord. These encounters are
not with the physical body of Jesus; which is evident in the disciples not recognizing
Jesus, that he passes through locked doors, and suddenly appears and disappears.
The disciples felt his presence at different times and knew in their minds and hearts
that he was with them. They felt his love. They experienced shalom (a restoration of
wholeness), which he was so much about in his mission of love.

The presence of the Risen Lord, is also available to us. We may experience it in
different ways, such as: during a worship Service. while at prayer, during a bible
study, in a conversation with a friend, or while being out in nature. The Risen Lord
will always be with us as a faith community and as individuals, supporting us and
empowering us to continue the mission of love that he began.

How has the Risen Lord been present to you today? Look for his presence as you go
through your day. Look for signs of his love. He is always with us. We just have to
pay attention.

Amanda brought a great visual, a huge bag of plastic bags that she said is just one of about 6
bags they collect every week in the 5 hours they are open, showing the proliferation of these bags that can be
so damaging to our environment. Their presentation was received well, and we hope for a positive vote from
the Select Board and the residents of Wareham at Town Meeting.

Coffee Hour Hosts Needed

Every Sunday, following the 10am Sunday Service, coffee hour is held in the Church Hall. Coffee hour is an
opportunity for us to further get to know one another and share our lives with one another. Every household is
invited to host coffee hour, which follows our 10am Sunday Service. You can host by yourselves or join with
another household. Coffee hour hosts are asked to bring a quart size carton of half-n-half, a half-gallon carton
of juice, and some snacks to feed 6-8 children and about 30 adults (for example: cake, pastry, cookies,
brownies, cheese and crackers, fruit, cut up veggies, etc.). Hosts arrive at the church by 9:15 to set up for
coffee hour. Judy Govoni will be there to assist you. Hosts are also asked to clean up after coffee hour. The
idea is that each household would host coffee hour about every three or four months. The sign-up list and more
information can be found on the food table during coffee hour.
