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Good Shepherd Friends, 
 
This coming Sunday we will read the following passage from the Gospel according to Matthew: 
 
"Whoever loves father or mother more than me is not worthy of me; and whoever loves son or 
daughter more than me is not worthy of me; and whoever does not take up the cross and follow me is 
not worthy of me." 
 
This isn't exactly the best sales pitch to prospective disciples. It is challenging and demands full 
commitment. Being a disciple of Jesus isn't something we do on the side, not a hobby if you 
will. Discipleship must be the greatest priority of our lives. Everything else in our lives needs to 
come second. 
 
So, what does it mean to be a fully committed disciple? Does it mean that we must turn away 
from those we love, as the passage suggests? I don't think that is the point Jesus is trying to 
make. He is saying that we must put the Way of Love before all other people in our lives. Loving 
is difficult and not always accepted in our society, especially when we love those who are 
considered to be the "undesirable ones." Sometimes this will set us apart from those around us, 
even our family members. In these cases, we must hold firm to the Way of Love. Our priority 
needs to be Love, even over family. Yes, this can be quite difficult, and I think that is what Jesus 
means by taking up the cross to follow him. 
 
And when we choose Jesus and the Way of Love, we don't do so alone. We have one another and 
we have the Holy Spirit empowering us and leading us. That is why our Good Shepherd 
community is important, and that God has brought us together. Here we learn from Jesus 
about the Way of Love, and we support one another as we go forth to witness the Way of Love 
in our world.
